I have vivid recollections of my Mom peeling apples at our kitchen table, the smell of spices and
foggy kitchen windows competed with the coldness outside. While a peeler would do for most,
not for my Mom. A small, well used knife would allow her an almost uninterrupted peel to free
the skin from the apple. It seemed that it was almost a single motion that once the skin was
separated, the slices were in the bowl of iced water.

Her labor of love, as you might have surmised, delivered the best apple cake that | have ever
put into my mouth. Always moist. Always full of flavor. And above all, always served with a love
that could only be conjured up by someone who makes food the way she lived her life, with
unconditional love and pure care.

Make it. And resist the temptation to ask those enjoying it why they haven’t called you in a while.

I love my Mom.

Ingredients

4 cups diced apple

2 cups sugar

1 cup vegetable oil

2 eggs

3 cups flour

2 teaspoons baking soda
1 teaspoon cinnamon

1 teaspoon salt

1 cup chopped nuts

Method

Preheat oven to 350 degrees.

« Combine the diced apples & sugar, let sit for 30
minutes.

« Inabowl, combine the flour, baking soda,
cinnamon, salt, & nuts. Whisk together to evenly
distribute.

« Inaseparate bowl, combine the macerated
apples & sugar, oil, & eggs. Beat to combine.

+ Pourwet mixture into dry mixture and fold to
incorporate.

« Pour cake batter into a buttered and floured
bundt pan. Bake at 350 until golden brown and a
toothpick comes out clean, about 50 minutes.

Back when The Lenox first opened in 1900, the fireplaces were touted as a
benefit not only due to the ambiance they provided, but as dedicated in-room heating! Our

other rooms were all heated by a central coal-fire system. In the 80s, many of our fireplaces were
bricked over and made non-functioning, only to be rescued and restored in the mid-2010s. Join us
on avisual journey to see how our fireplace rooms have evolved over the years!
